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Mandarin Course Requirements for NFU International Students
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Modified and approved at the 3rd Academic Committee for the 2023 semester, March 19th, 2024
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The following guidelines are established to enhance the overall learning effectiveness and
Mandarin ability of international students at NFU, as well as to promote language and cultural
exchange within the university.
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NFU Mandarin courses are designed and implemented by the Language Teaching Center.
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These guidelines apply to all international students (Bachelor’s, Master’s or PhD). However,

students enrolling in the specific programs set up by MoE regulations or colleges may
establish different rules from this standard under special circumstances. This is permitted only
by placing on the agenda of Academics Committee and following the resolution
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The Mandarin course requirements differ according to degree type (Bachelor’s, Master’s, and
PhD). Basic Mandarin courses counting toward the specific requirement of each degree type are
level 1 and level Il of Mandarin.
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The requirements for Bachelor’s, Master’s and PhD degree students:
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Mandarin courses must be completed before graduating.
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Students who pass level A2 of TOCFL may waive Mandarin courses. Students must take
their TOCFL certificates to the Language Teaching Center to apply for waivers.
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Students who pass the TOCFL of CAT while enrolled in any Mandarin courses, may bring
the transcript to apply for credits waiver and a course withdrawal within prescribed period.
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Previously earned Mandarin course credits from any universities of Taiwan may be used to
waive Mandarin credit hours. Please apply at NFU Language Teaching Center.
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These guidelines have been approved by the NFU Academics Committee and apply to all
international students who enroll after the 2024 fall semester.
